Qualification criteria stipulated by the Institute of American Studies and Polish
Diaspora for The Erasmus Plus  Scholarship -2018/2019
The TAS students whose mean grade obtained during the studies at JU so far is not lower than 4.0 may apply for the Erasmus Plus Scholarship.
Documents required:
1. confirmation of the mean grade obtained during the studies at JU provided by the TAS office; (max. 5 points)
2. confirmation of the command of a foreign language (language certificates) in the event that the teaching language at the intended studies is other than English; (max 5 points)
3. a letter of motivation;
4. information concerning additional activity in student organizations, research societies, etc;(max.2 points)
5. an application form filled-in on-line;
6. an application to the Recruitment Committee for Erasmus Plus Program at the Institute; the application must state the first choice university which the student intends to visit and 2 other universities of second and third choice;
7. the candidate declaration of the ability to co-finance the visit, as a result of the limited amount of the grant.
8. preliminary list of the courses together with their ECTS score, in which the student wishes to participate.
· The candidates shall be nominated for the scholarship on the basis of the provided documentation.

· The final decision shall be taken by commission, including the Institute Erasmus Plus Program Co-ordinator, a member of teaching staff of the Institute and a representative of the student self-governing body.

· The students who have conditional course completion status may not apply for the foreign exchange visit.
